COLD WAR CERTIFICATES
Service members, veterans and federal employees who served between Sep 2, 1945 and Dec 26, 1991 are still eligible for a Cold War Recognition. In fiscal 1998, the Secretary of Defense approved awarding the certificate to personnel who served during the Cold War. Thus far, about one million people have responded out of the 22 million entitled to receive the certificate, officials said.

RETIREE VOLUNTARY MOBILIZATION AND RECALL

Applications for mobilization and recall to active duty to support our war on terrorism are being accepted from retired soldiers. Qualified applicants are placed on a retiree volunteer list and, as needed, nominated for recall in their retired rank and military skill. A confirmation of receipt and qualifications will be provided to all applicants. 

Retired soldiers may be used to fill shortages in, or to augment, deployed or deploying units (OCONUS operations), and supporting units and activities (CONUS operations). Retirees may be used in positions at any level of the Army; within limitations of the law, they may also be used to fill Federal civilian shortages within the Department of Defense.

To ensure only the most qualified retired soldiers are selected for recall to Active Duty, written applications and other information is required. Applicants must complete the forms listed below and submit them to HRC St. Louis (formerly AR-PERSCOM) as indicated.

Copy of Retirement Order 

DA Form 160-R, Application for Active Duty. Complete all applicable items; add your current Height and Weight in Item 13 sign and date the form. 

DA Form 7349-R, Initial Medical Review - Annual Medical Certificate. Complete all of page one (Part I), sign and date the form. 

Electronic Personnel Security Questionnaire (EPSQ). The EPSQ is the electronic Standard Form 86, Security Clearance Application. EPSQ is required for all retirees who do not have a current security investigation and clearance. The security clearance of retired soldiers expires two years after retirement. 

The EPSQ and fingerprint cards must be completed and mailed to the HRC St. Louis Security Office per the guidance provided within the Security section of our site.

The DA Forms 160-R and 7349-R are available for download from the 2xCitizen Library.

In order for retirees to remain on the volunteer list for current contingency operation for mobilization, please follow the above directions. Standard Form 86, Security Clearance Application, is an electronic form and cannot be mailed; however, it can be obtained from The Defense Security Web site. You must have an AKO account in order to access the security site.

SPACE “A” FLIGHT REPORT

AIR FORCE EXPANDS SPACE-A LODGING WINDOW
The Air Force Services Agency director at Randolph Air Force Base, Tex., announced recently an expanded space-available reservation policy designed to maximize occupancy at lodging facilities.

Under the new system, lodging officials can accept and confirm space-A lodging reservations up to 30 days in advance based on low projected occupancy rates. The window for reservations decreases as the percentage of projected occupancy rises.

Under this new system, higher priority customers may not bump space-A customers with confirmed reservations. Neither can they be bumped once they are assigned lodging except during contingencies, emergencies or when the installation commander determines higher priorities exist.

SPACE “A” LODGING REPORT
Lodging at Travis AFB is currently non-existent on drill weekend ends, however this should change hopefully before the end of the year as there is on-going construction of a high-rise building designed to really expand billeting.

SPACE “A” AIR TRAVEL  
The 1-year test to expand space-available travel to family members of active-duty and retired service members traveling within the continental United States has been extended until further notice.  This does not apply to "grey-area retirees" who are retired but not yet eligible for retired pay and benefits.  Family members are able to travel space-A aboard military flights when accompanied by their sponsors.  To register for space-A travel, active-duty sponsors must be on leave or a pass and remain in the status while awaiting travel and through the entire travel period.

COMPENSATION FOR R&R EXPENSES 

Service members who paid for their own stateside travel last fall when participating in the U.S. Central Command's rest and recuperation leave program should start gathering their receipts, because President Bush has signed a law allowing retroactive reimbursement of expenses. Up to 38,000 troops are eligible for retroactive reimbursement. The Defense Department now must draw up regulations explaining exactly who is eligible and how they will get the money.

FEDERAL LONG TERM CARE FOR "GREY AREA" RESERVISTS 

The National Defense Authorization Act for 2004 adds three groups and their qualified relatives as eligible to apply for the Federal Long Term Care (LTC) Insurance Program.  This includes retired "grey area" reservists, not in receipt of retired pay.  For details, see www.ltcfeds.com.
