ARIZONA SILVER CHAPTER GOLF TOURNAMENT
On Saturday 17 September, our neighbor Chapter from Ft Huachuca will be hosting their Annual Golf Tournament at the two year old San Pedro Golf Course in Benson. This is a beautiful 18-hole championship facility located on the banks of the San Pedro River in beautiful Benson, AZ. A true golf links experience winds through the mesquite groves and along the banks of the San Pedro River on the front nine. The back nine travels through canyons and concludes with the 457-yard par four split fairway/dual lake eighteenth hole.


The golf course stretches out to 7,313 yards from the Championship tees and there are five sets of tees to accommodate golfers of all skill levels. (We recommend that 4 handicap players or better play the back tees.)


San Pedro Golf Course is located in Benson, just 30 minutes east of Tucson.
