1746 - John Hamilton, the Royal Governor of New Jersey officially chartered the College of New Jersey. The school is now known as Princeton University.

WHAT’S NEW

The Army Chief of Staff, GEN Schoomaker, has announced to the Army that the following terminology will apply  henceforth to Army units:


A Unit of Action (UA) will be called a Brigade Combat Team (BCT), with 1 of 4 of the following front ends on the name depending upon the equipment w/in the unit:  Heavy, Infantry, Stryker, or Future Combat System (FCS) BCT


A 2-Star Unit of Employment HQ (UEx) will be called a Division


A 3-Star UEx will be called a Corps


A UEy will be called a Army


The Vice Chief of Staff, US Army (GEN Cody), has directed the Army to "remove UA/UE from our lexicon."

October 2005 begins the phase out of the unfair "widows tax," which once reduced Survivor Benefit Plan (SBP) annuities by up to one-third at age 62 for most annuitants. Any annuitant currently receiving SBP at less than 40 percent of the base amount will be increased to 40 percent of the base annuity. The increase will be seen in the November deposit. SBP annuity amounts will remain unchanged for those annuitants who already receive payments greater than 40 percent of the base annuity.  

A GAO study spends more than 50 pages adding up every conceivable way that military people cost the government money, but less than one page is dedicated to how much their service is worth.
The media blitz about Medicare Part D has some Retirees wondering if Medicare Part D will provide them with better pharmacy benefits than TRICARE. It is unlikely that Medicare Part D coverage would provide better coverage than the robust pharmacy benefits currently available under TRICARE.  Most Retirees don't need Medicare Part D.  If you choose to enroll in Part D, your TRICARE pharmacy benefits will be affected, as TRICARE
